Classes - Definitions

Kitten: Entire, at least ten weeks old and under nine months on the day of the show.
All kittens MUST be registered by four months of age.
Cat: Entire exhibits nine months or more on the day of the show.
Neuter: Male cat or kitten that has been altered.
Spey: Female cat or kitten that has been altered.
Litter: To consist of two or more kittens. All the living progeny of the one birth belonging to the one person or joint

owners, not exceeding the age of four months on the day of the show.
The number of kittens must be stated on the entry form.

Challenge Class: All adult cats regardless of title will compete for challenges in Open Classes for each breed/colour (male,
female, neuter, spay). However, in the case of a PDGC, the challenge cannot be used towards Supreme
Champion. All cats with the titte CFCCQ PDGC will compete by group together for a Supreme Challenge.
Male, Female, altered male and altered female will all compete together for the one challenge in the group.
The winning cat must have been placed in the top five in show to receive the award. Platinum DGC who
receive 20 awards may apply for the title of CFCCQ Supreme Champion

Companion Challenge Class: All companions over nine months now compete for Award of Merits.
These can be used to title your companion.
